In view of your application of date: 29/06/2024 and subsequent correspondence / inspection of
schools, I. Education Officer (Primary), Pune Zilla Parishad, Pune here by grant the temporary
sanction to standard 1 to 8th class of Pushpa International School, Survey No.661/8, (C.T. Survey
No. 824), Bibvewadi, Dist. Pune, run by Pushpa Edumed Foundation, Dist. Pune UDISE
No.27251600657, for the period of three years started from 01/04/2022 t0-31/03/2025.

Aforesaid sanction is subject to compliance of following conditions.

1. Period of sanction shall not be extended, and said sanction or adherence shall not be bound
after standard 8" class.

2. School shall oblige the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act 2009 (Appendix
- 1) and Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules 2011 (Appendix - .

3. School shall admit children belongs to weaker and deprived section into 1" standard to the
minimum extent of 25% of the total strength and shall provide them free and compulsory

education till completion of primary education. This condition shall also be applicable to prior
of standard 1".

4. So far as children covered in paragraph no. 3. School will get the reimbursement as per section
12(2) of said Act and, for that, separate Bank account will be provided to school.

S. Institution/School shall not charge Capitation Fees and even shall not compel children or their
mother-father or parents to undergo scrutiny process.

6. Admission of children shall not be denied on the grounds of religion, caste, race or place of
birth or any of these reasons cr for want of age proof.

7. (One) Admitted children in the school shall not be kept in the same standard or
removed/expelled till completion of primary education



(Two) No children shall bz punished physically or tortured mentally.

(Three) No children require to pass examination of any board tiil completion of primary
education. :

(Four) Certificate under ruie 23 shall be issued to children who complete primary education.
(Five) Handicapped/Special Care Children shall be admitted as per provisions of the said Act.
(Six) Teachers of minimer. eligibility prescribed shall be appointed as per section 23(1) of the
Act subject to-conditio 1that teachers appointed not having minimum eligibility prescribed on

the date of commencefient of the said Act shall obtain it within period of five years.

(Seven) Teachers shall oblige and own duties and responsibilities as per section 24(1) of the
said Act.

(Eight) Teachers shall not involve into private tuitionvand same shall be assured by School.
8. School shall oblige the curribculum of syllabus prescribed by Competent Authority of School.

9. School shall admit childien in consonance with facilities available, in view of section 19 of the
said Act.

10.-School shall oblige tite quaiity and standard specified in section 19 of the said Act. be assured
by School. School shait 2utiye the curriculum of syllabus prescribed by Competent Authority of
School. School shall admi? ¢hildren in consonance with facilities available, in view of section 19
of Said Act.
